Near neighbours West London
Elizabeth Fewkes explained Near Neighbours is about social interaction, bringing people of different ethnicity and faith groups together, building trust. There are strategic hubs across the country; one here in West London. Where 2 or more faith groups come together, grants up to £5000 are available, funded by Dept of Communities & Local Government, administered by the Church Urban Fund. Applicants will be put in touch with their local C of E vicar, who will act in an advisory role to support applicants.

Deadline for applications is November with the money to be spent by the end of March 2018

William Perkin and Twyford CofE Academies Trust
John 10:10 “I have come that you may have life and live it to the full”

Dame Alice Hudson, Executive Head Teacher, spoke of the success of William Perkin School in serving the local community with close connections to Holy Cross Church. Although now in its’ 5th year, a Christian school and attended by many faiths, there was no watering-down of Christianity at William Perkin. Not one child had opted out of the Christian-based assembly, where Bible stories are used to relate to life. Everyone is valued and although we all get things wrong, everyone is encouraged not to stay in a bad place. The atmosphere is calm, silence is maintained in the corridors. The school encompasses a wide range of activities, the sports facilities being used by the local community, which was visible on our visit. This academic year is their 1st GCSE year, after which they will be launching the 6th form.
Following on from the success of the two schools in the Trust, a third school is in the making, to be called Ada Lovelace CofE High School, which will open in 2018 although the new building will not be ready until 2020. In the meantime, the new students will be based at William Perkin for the first two years.
Ealing Fields, a small school in need of help has become part of the trust and, when rebuilding has taken place, will be located at the old St Anne’s Convent in Little Ealing Lane
With so much happening at once, our prayers were requested.
